TRAVEL
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A conveyance subsidy is also available to parents who live around the Wamoon area and who transport their children 1.6 km or more to school and return.  

Unfortunately this does not apply to children who travel out from Leeton.

Forms are available from the school if required.

ILLNESS AND INJURY
The school has a first aid kit and staff members are trained each year in emergency care.
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Every effort will be made to contact parents if children are sick at school so arrangements may be made  for the child to be taken home.

Parents need to inform the school about medication or injuries that may restrict children from participating in school activities.  Where medication needs to be administered at school, parents need to complete an appropriate form that can be obtained from the school.

UNIFORM
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Students are expected to wear school uniform.  The wearing of a school uniform develops pride in our school and give students a sense of belonging. 

In summer, boys are expected to wear a maroon polo shirt with grey or black shorts,  socks and black shoes or runners. 
In winter, boys should wear maroon polo shirt with grey trousers or maroon tracksuit pants and sloppyjoe with black shoes or runners.

In summer, girls wear a maroon peter pan style dress, with socks and black shoes, runners or sandals.  They may also wear black  shorts with school polo shirt.
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In winter, girls wear a maroon tracksuit with black shoes or runners.

A lost property box is situated in the main foyer of the school.

Please ensure that your child’s clothes are clearly marked with their name.
SCHOOL COMMUNICATIONS

Our staff include two full time teachers, support teachers, a Teacher’s Aide  and a  School Assistant and a General Assistant.

We have a very active P & C Committee, which meets on the third Tuesday each month at 3.10pm

At this meeting, educational issues are discussed and decisions made concerning school arrangements and fundraising.

The children may order their lunch each day of the week from the school run tuckshop.  We also sell milk, ice creams and ice blocks at lunchtime in the summer months.

During the school year we always involve our students with social and educational days with Murrami, Whitton and Yanco Schools.  Our students are encouraged to make friends with students from the other schools.  They meet at inter school sports days, small schools athletics and swimming carnivals and cross country.

At the end of the year, the school and P & C organise  a presentation/concert night, where each child is presented with a book, highlighting the area in which they have done well during that year.

Scripture is held every Tuesday morning for the children with representatives from Anglican and Catholic diocese.  

A newsletter is published each Tuesday.  This is distributed to families through the oldest sibling in the family attending the school.  This newsletter is an important part of the school as it contains news and permission notes for future events.

Twice a year the school writes an individual  report 

for each student.  Parent/teacher interviews are held in June.
